We • rst met 
Jerry Allen 
in 1986. We 
• rst knew him 
as a talented 
and devoted 
vocational 
education 
teacher in 
WFISD. He 
taught auto 
body repair 
at Carrigan 
Center, and he 
directed his 
students as they put the last paint job on our 
1968 cougar in 1992. 

We learned that he grew up in Oklahoma and 
graduated from East Texas State University 
in Commerce. We knew that he was an avid 
volleyball player and coach who started 
club volleyball in Wichita Falls and coached 
hundreds of girls for 36 years. But we didn’t 
know him well until 2009 when he joined WCS 
to coach our volleyball teams. That’s when 
we began to really know this man of God who 
loved his Savior. 

We fell in love with Coach Allen, and he fell 
in love with Wichita Christian School and our 
students. He told his wife Rita that he would 
never retire from WCS because he loved it so 
much. None of us knew that God would call 
him home so soon. We are saddened at our loss, 
but we are so blessed that we had this short 
time with Coach Allen.
